Article 1 — Purpose

1.1
The purpose of this contract is the award of financial support by the contracting authority to finance the action entitled: <title of the action> (the ‘action’) with the project code no.: <project code> described in Annex I (description of the project).

The beneficiary(ies) accepts the financial support and undertakes to be responsible for carrying out the action.

Article 2 — Implementation period of the action

2.1
This contract shall enter into force on the date when the second of the two parties signs.
2.2
Implementation of the action shall begin on: <start date> and end on <end date>.
2.3
The execution period of this contract shall end when the payment of the balance is made by the contracting authority and, in any event, at latest 4 weeks after the end of the implementation period as stipulated in Article 2.2 unless postponed.
Article 3 — Financing the action
